Abstract text must be submitted in its final and ready condition, must be written in English and contain the following:

· TITLE: Use a concise title typed in boldfaced CAPITAL LETTERS.
· AUTHORS: List authors and affiliations as briefly as possible, with city, state and country.

· Use standard abbreviations

· ABSTRACT TEXT:  Should be structured according to standard research format:  objective of purpose, method, results, conclusions and be submitted as follows:

· The abstract is written in the past tense, describing work completed and results. 

· The text of the abstract is no more than One Page in length. 

· The abstract is in Microsoft Word format in 12 point Times New Roman font. 

· All text is single spaced with a line space between paragraphs. 

· Margins are left justified with no paragraph indentations and should be 1 inch top, bottom, left and right. 

· A single space is used after the period at the end of a sentence.
